Re:  AIDS Walk Ottawa 2009
Approval is granted for your organization to conduct the AIDS Walk Ottawa on the City of Ottawa right-of-way subject to the following conditions:

a. The walk may commence at approximately 7:00 p.m. and terminate at approximately 
10:00 p.m. on Saturday, 19 September 2009.

b. The walk shall be restricted to the sidewalks (or one traffic lane) of the following City of Ottawa streets:

(1) West on Laurier Avenue between Ottawa City Hall (110 Laurier Avenue) and Elgin Street; 

(2) South on Elgin Street between Laurier Avenue and Lisgar Street, stopping at the Human Rights Monument;

(3) South on Elgin Street between Lisgar Street and Somerset Street;

(4) West on Somerset Street between Elgin Street and Bank Street;

(5) North on Bank Street between Somerset Street and Sparks Street;

(6) East on Sparks Street (see clause f.) between Bank Street and Elgin Street;

(7) South on Elgin Street between Sparks Street and Laurier Avenue, and

(8) West on Laurier Avenue between Queen Elizabeth Driveway and Ottawa City Hall.
c. During the walk, the participants may stop for a 20-minute vigil on the sidewalk and area in front of and adjacent to the Human Rights Monument on Elgin Street at Lisgar Street.  The Police shall determine the precise parameters of the vigil.

d. Police supervision must be secured for this event.  In this regard, please call the Ottawa Police at 613-236-1222 extension 2487 to make the necessary arrangements.
e. Based on the number of participants, the Police shall determine whether the use of the roadway is required for the walk.

f. Approval to use of Sparks Street must be secured from Sharon McKenna, Sparks Street Mall Authority, at 613-230-0984..

g. Volunteers wearing safety vests are required to assist the Police while the walk is in progress.

h. The event shall not obstruct the passage of pedestrians or block private or public accesses.  This permit does not convey permission to us private property.

i. Your organization shall notify all residents and businesses that may be affected by this event at least ten days prior to its occurrence.

j. Your organization shall provide and maintain Comprehensive General Liability or Special Events Liability insurance subject to limits of not less than Two Million ($2,000,000.00) Dollars, inclusive per occurrence, for bodily injury, death, and damage to property.  Such insurance shall be in the name of yourself/organization and shall name the City of Ottawa as an additional insured thereunder.  Evidence of insurance, satisfactory to the City of Ottawa, shall be provided prior to the commencement of the described special event.  Such insurance policies shall contain an endorsement to provide the City of Ottawa with (15) days prior written notice of cancellation or of a material change that would diminish coverage.  

k. The attached Release of Claims and Waiver of Liability form must be completed and signed by a person who has signing authority within your organization.

This Special Event Permit takes effect only if we receive:  (1) the completed and signed waiver form, and (2) confirmation that all Police requirements have been met.
