Re:  Street Closures – Fortissimo 2009

Approval is granted for your organization to close City of Ottawa streets in support of Fortissimo 2009 taking place at Parliament Hill, subject to the following conditions:

a. The following street closures may be in effect on Wednesday, 5 August 2009, Thursday, 6 August 2009; Friday, 7 August 2009, Saturday, 8 August 2009 from 
6:00 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. each evening and on Sunday, 9 August 2009 from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.:

(1) Wellington Street between Elgin Street and O’Connor Street, and

(2) Metcalfe Street between Wellington Street and Queen Street.

b. Police supervision must be secured for this event.  In this regard, please call the Ottawa Police at 613-236-1222 extension 2487 to make the necessary arrangements.

c. Barricades, flashing beacons and Road Closed signs are required across Wellington Street at Elgin Street and at O’Connor Street, as well as across Metcalfe Street at Queen Street, placed just inside the intersections so that through traffic on Elgin Street, O’Connor Street and Queen Street is unimpeded.
Volunteers wearing safety vests are required at all locations where barricades are required.  Volunteers must be instructed to be courteous and to assist local traffic and emergency vehicles through the barricaded areas if necessary.
The City of Ottawa Surface Operations Branch may have barricades for pickup and safe return by your organization.  A minimum of 48 hours notice from Monday to Friday between 7:00 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. is required and you are responsible for any losses and/or damages (including a 15% administration charge).  Please contact Brian Ducey via email at CoreRoads@ottawa.ca for further information.  You must bring a copy of this letter when picking up the barricades.

d. Your organization shall distribute bilingual information pamphlets to all residents and businesses that may be affected by this event at least ten days prior to its occurrence.

e. Your organization shall ensure that the requirements of tour buses who normally pick-up and drop-off passengers, as well as taxis who normally use taxi zones within the limits of the street closures, are facilitated.

f. It is your responsibility to ensure that any litter generated as a result of the event is picked up.

g. Your organization shall provide and maintain Comprehensive General Liability or Special Events Liability insurance subject to limits of not less than Two Million ($2,000,000.00) Dollars, inclusive per occurrence, for bodily injury, death, and damage to property.  Such insurance shall be in the name of yourself/organization and shall name the City of Ottawa as an additional insured thereunder.  Evidence of insurance, satisfactory to the City of Ottawa, shall be provided prior to the commencement of the described special event.  Such insurance policies shall contain an endorsement to provide the City of Ottawa with (15) days prior written notice of cancellation or of a material change that would diminish coverage.  

h. The attached Release of Claims and Waiver of Liability form must be completed and signed by a person who has signing authority within your organization.

This Special Event Permit takes effect only if we receive:  (1) the signed and completed waiver form; (2) confirmation that all Police requirements have been met, and (3) the above-specified proof of insurance.
