Re:  Weekend to End Breast Cancer Walks
Approval is granted for your organization to conduct walks on the City of Ottawa right-of-way subject to the following conditions:

a. The first walk may commence at approximately 7:30 a.m. and terminate at approximately 7:00 p.m. on Saturday, 6 June 2009.

b. This walk shall be restricted to the sidewalks (or shoulders/roadway where no sidewalks exist) of the following City of Ottawa streets:

(1) Use of Hemlock Private and the Aviation Pathway (see clause g);

(2) West on Montreal Road between the Aviation Pathway and St. Laurent Boulevard;

(3) South on St. Laurent Boulevard between Montreal Road and Cote Street;

(4) West on Cote Street between St. Laurent Boulevard and St. Laurent Community Complex (515 Cote Street);

(5) West on Cote Street between and St. Laurent Community Complex and de l’Eglise Street;

(6) South on de l’Eglise Street between Cote Street and McArthur Street;

(7) West on McArthur Street between de l’Eglise Street and North River Road;

(8) North on North River Road between McArthur Street and Rideau Street;

(9) West on Rideau Street between River Road North and Wurtemburg Street;

(10) South on Wurtemburg Street between Rideau Street and Besserer Street;

(11) West on Besserer Street between Wurtemburg Street and Charolette Street;

(12) South on Charlotte Street between Besserer Street  and Laurier Avenue;

(13) West on Laurier Avenue between Charlotte Street and Range Road;

(14) South on Range Road between Laurier Avenue and Strathcona Park;

(15) West on Laurier Avenue between Strathcona Park and Nicholas Street;

(16) South on Nicholas Street between Laurier Avenue and the Pedestrian Bridge at Colonel By Drive;

(17) Use of Queen Elizabeth Driveway/Pathways. Ottawa Rive Parkway/Pathways and Island Park Dive (see clause g.);

(18) East on Byron Avenue between Island Park Drive and Harmer Avenue;

(19) South on Harmer Avenue between Byron Street and Fisher Park Park;

(20) North on Holland Avenue between Fisher Park Park and Ruskin Street;

(21) East on Ruskin Street between Holland Avenue and Melrose Avenue;

(22) South on Melrose Avenue between Ruskin Street and Carling Avenue;

(23) East on Carling Avenue between Melrose Avenue and Glebe Collegiate Institute;

(24) South on Percy Street between Glebe Collegiate Institute and Third Avenue;

(25) East on Third Avenue between Percy Street and Bank Street;

(26) South on Bank Street between Third Avenue and Echo Drive;

(27) North on Echo Drive between Bank Street and Avenue Road;

(28) East on Avenue Road between Echo Drive and Glenview Avenue;

(29) North/East on Glenview Avenue between Avenue Road and Toronto Street;

(30) East on Toronto Street between Glenview Avenue and Main Street;

(31) South on Main Street between Toronto Street and Alta Vista Drive;

(32) North on Alta Vista Drive between Main Street and the Cancer Survivor Park;

(33) North on Riverside Drive/ Vanier Parkway between The Cancer Survivor Park and Prince Albert Street;

(34) East on Prince Albert Street between The Vanier Parkway and Frances Street;

(35) North on Frances Street between Albert Street and Queen Mary Street;

(36) East on Queen Mary Street between Frances Street and Queen Mary Public School;

(37) North on Alesther Street between Queen Mary Public School and Donald Street; 

(38) East on Donald Street between Alesther Street and St. Laurent Boulevard

(39) North on St. Laurent Boulevard between Donald Street and Mutal Street;

(40) East on Mutal Street between St. Laurent Boulevard and Claude Street;

(41) North on Claude Street between Mutal Streeet and Burns Street;

(42) East on Burns Street between Clause Street and Cummings Avenue;

(43) North on Cummings Avenue between Burns Street and Montreal Road;

(44) East on Montreal Road between Cummings Avenue and Codd’s Private;

c. The second walk may commence at approximately 7:00 a.m. and terminate at approximately 3:30 p.m. on Sunday, 7 June 2009.

d. This walk shall be restricted to the sidewalks (or shoulders/roadway where no sidewalks exist) of the following City of Ottawa streets:

(1) South on Codd’s Road between Codd’s Private and Montreal Road;

(2) West on Montreal Road between Codd’s Road and St. Laurent Boulevard; 

(3) North on St. Laurent Boulevard between Montreal Road and Manor Park Public School;

(4) North West on Hemlock Road/Beechwood Avenue/St. Patrick Street between Lt. Laurent Boulevard and Oakhill Road;

(5) West on Oakhill Road between Hemlcok Road and Acadia Avenue;

(6) South on Acadia Avenue between Oakhill Road and Chapleau Avenue;

(7) South West on Chapleau Avenue between Acadia Avenue and Putman Avenue;

(8) West on Putman Avenue between Chapleau Avenue and Vaughan Street;

(9) South on Vaughan Street between Putman Avenue and Chrichton Street;

(10) West on Chrichton Street between Vaughan Street and Kingsview Park;

(11) West on Stanley Avenue between Kingsview Park and Queen Victoria Street;

(12) North on Queen Victoria Street between Stanley Avenue and Chrichton Street;

(13) East on Chricton Street between Queen Victoria Street and Beechwood Avenue/St. Patrick Street;

(14) South West on St. Patrick Street between Chricton Street and Charlotte Street;

(15) South on Charlotte Street between St. Patrick Street and Heney Street;

(16) West on Heney Street between Charlotte Street and MacDonald Gardens Park;

(17) North on Cobourg Street between MacDonald Gardens Park and St. Patrick Street;

(18) West on St. Patrick Street between Cobourg Street and Parent Avenue;

(19) South on Parent Avenue between St. Patrick Street and Murray Street;

(20) West on Murray Street between Parent Avenue and MacKenzie Avenue;

(21) South on MacKenzie Avenue between Murray Street and Major’s Hill Park (see clause g);

(22) South the MacKenzie Avenue between Major’s Hill Park and Rideau Street;

(23) West on Rideau/Wellington Avenue between MacKenzie Avenue and Parliament Hill;

(24) East on Wellington Street between Parliament Hill (see clause g.) and Portage Bridge (see clause g.);

(25) Use of City of Gatineau right-of-way streets and Alexandra Bridge (see clause g.)

(26) North on Mackenzie Avenue between The Alexandra Bridge and Murray Street; 

(27) East on Murray Street between Mackenzie Avenue and Sussex Drive;

(28) North on Sussex Drive between Murray Street and Rideau Hall;

(29) Southeast on MacKay Street between Rideau Hall and Dufferin Street;

(30) North on Dufferin Street between MacKay Street and Rideau Terrace;

(31) East on Rideau Terrace between Dufferin Street and Springfield Road;

(32) North on Springfield Road between Rideau Terrace and Lindenlea Road;

(33) East on Lindenlea Road between Springfield Road and Lambton Avenue;

(34) North on Lambton Avenue between Lindenlea Road and Maple Lane;

(35) West on Maple Lane between Lambton Avenue and Springfield Road;

(36) North on Springfield Road between Maple Lane and Buena Vista Road;

(37) West on Buena Vista Road between Springfield Road and Elmwood School for Girls (231 Buena Vista Road);

(38) West on Burena Vista Road between the Elmwood School for Girls (231 Buena Vista Road) and the Rockcliffe Parkway;

(39) Northeast on the Rockcliffe Parkway (see clause g.) between Buena Vista Road and Birch Avenue;

(40) North on Birch Avenue between Rockcliffe Pakrway and Sandridge Road;

(41) East on Sandridge Road between Birch Avenue and St. Laurent Boulevard;

(42) South on St. Laurent Boulevard between Sandridge Road and Hemlock Private;

e. These walks shall be restricted to the sidewalks (or shoulders/roadway where no sidewalks exist) of the above City of Ottawa streets, unless otherwise directed by the Police.  If required the Police shall determine the extent of roadway use.

f. Police supervision must be secured for this event.  In this regard, please call the Ottawa Police at 613-236-1222 extension 2487 to make the necessary arrangements.

g. This approval is conditional upon you also receiving approval from the remaining affected road authorities (i.e. National Capital Commission, Public Works Canada and City of Gatineau,) for the use of Rockcliffe Parkway/Pathway, Colonel By Drive, Queen Elizabeth Driveway/pathway, Ottawa River Parkway, Island Park Drive, du Portage Bridge, Alexandra Bridge, and rue Laurier in Gatineau.  Approval to use private roadways must be secured from the individual owners.

h. Volunteers wearing safety vests are required to assist the Police particularly where the use of sidewalks is not possible.

i. Your organization shall notify all residents and businesses that may be affected by this event at least ten (10) days prior to its occurrence.

j. Your organization shall provide and maintain Comprehensive General Liability or Special Events Liability insurance subject to limits of not less than Two Million ($2,000,000.00) Dollars, inclusive per occurrence, for bodily injury, death, and damage to property.  Such insurance shall be in the name of yourself/organization and shall name the City of Ottawa as an additional insured thereunder.  Evidence of insurance, satisfactory to the City of Ottawa, shall be provided prior to the commencement of the described special event.  Such insurance policies shall contain an endorsement to provide the City of Ottawa with (15) days prior written notice of cancellation or of a material change that would diminish coverage.  

k. The attached Release of Claims and Waiver of Liability form must be completed and signed by a person who has signing authority within your organization.

This Special Event Permit takes effect only if we receive:  (1) the completed and signed waiver form; (2) confirmation that all Police requirements have been met; (3) the above-specified proof of insurance, and (4) confirmation that the applicable authorises have granted their required approvals.
